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This course is a foundational course for the students major in Landscape Architecture.
Itis a link between the previous course: foundational course of art (Drawing and
Painting, ect.) and the later course: professional course of design, also a pre-study for
the later practical course: Landscape Sketch. The educational objective of this course
is to foster one of the major ability of a designer, i.e., the ability of expressing one’s
design idea and creating purpose rapidly and precisely with skilled techniques using
certain sorts of tools. The imaginal thinking and creative thinking of students will also
be enhanced during the course. The performance of the course is mainly composed
of theories explanation and concrete practice. Major technique training contests the
technique of pen, color pencil, water color, mark, etc. and a comprehensive
application.
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
