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*PRFET AT (Description)

Landscape design with plants is a required course of landscape architecture. The main
contents of this course include: the main types, characters, ecological and cultural
functions of landscape plants, the distribution of global vegetation, landscape plant
characters in different countries, the basic models of plant design, landscape plant
planning and design process of national park, urban park, road, residential areas, and
gardens. Students are required have an investigation and design a Botanical Garden
of Shanghai Jiao Tong University, with the method studied in this course. By the study
of this course, students can grasp the basic principles and methods of landscape
planting design, and can design typical landscape spaces with plants.
