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‘Painting’ is an important basic skill for the students of Landscape Architecture major.
It is the second part of basic art course in this series course. Through instruction and
practice, the students will grasp the basic theory of plastic art and, simultaneously,
acquire the elementary skills of painting with the material of water color. The course
content includes the theory of color, basic technique of water color, color
composition, etc. The ability of artistic appreciation and color sensitivity will be
gradually improved through a series of carefully planned studio work from simple
practices to comprehensive tasks, including Material Feature, Still Life, Landscape,
Color Interaction, etc.

In conclusion, the course ‘painting’ can not only help the students to lay a solid
foundation for their further study in Landscape Architecture major, it’s quite




significant for their future career as a designer as well.
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
