Animal Histology and Embryology is a professional theory and practice
course of animalhusbandry specialty.Microscope and biochemistry
technologies are used to observe morphology of tissues and process of
embryo development in vitro. This course contains two subjects: animal
histology and animal embryology. Part of histology would introduce cells,
epithelial tissue, connective tissue proper, cartilage tissue and o0sseous
tissue, blood and lymph, muscle tissue, nervous tissue. Animal histology
also introduces organic and systematic histology, including nervous system,
circulatory system, immune system, endocrine system, digestive system,
respiratory system, reproductive system, urinary system and integumentum
system. Part of animal embryology would introduce process of embryo
genesis and experimental technology, including impregnation, blastula
development and embryo implantation, embryo development and endoderm
genesis, etc. This course would be useful to help students to learn other




courses related animal science, including animal pathology and animal
reproduction.
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
