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‘Landscape Sketch’ is an important practical course in Landscape Architecture
Division.

The course consists two parts: Landscape Sketch and Landscape Painting. Through the
instruction of theories and a series of practice facing the real landscape and outdoor
nature, students will acquire basic skills in representing the scenery and sight with
different tools and various techniques, including drawing, sketch, water color, etc. The
students will also improve the imaginal thinking and creative consciousness, and
extend the ability of dimensional imagination as well, meanwhile, learn to appreciate
the beauty of landscape either in sense of art and real nature through this course.
Also, through the intense training, the students will build up the habit of taking notes

and recording idea by sketch, generalizing the shapes and composition by lines,




shadow and color. All these abilities are quite important in making a qualified
potential Landscape Architect. The rich experience on the sight and large sums of
image materials collected during the process will also be very useful for their further
study.
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
