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Agricultural ecology is to study the relationship between agricultural biology and its natural
social environment based on the ecological principle and the method of system theory. The main
content of this course is to study the structure, function, regulation and management of the
agricultural ecology system consisted of agricultural biology and its environment. The purpose of

this course is: 1. understanding the concept, structure, function of the agricultural ecosystem and




its theories and methods, the role of the natural environment, artificial environment and
biological components in the whole system and their relationship, and grasping the relationship
and characteristics of the "eco - technology - economic" system in agricultural production. 2.
Analyzing the ecological problems in agriculture field, the structure and function of agriculture
system, and discussing the way to promote the sustainable development and circulation of

agriculture eco-system. It can't just be studied as the basic theory, but also to propose the practical

and feasible technical way to develop the agricultural production.
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
